2.1 Horizontal guidance document ‘Identification of water bodies’

Dr. Podraza summarized the results for the identification of water bodies in Germany and the Czech Republic. 

Conclusion: Czech and German results will be presented in one map. Problems of coordinate systems are solved. 

2.2 REFCOND

Dr. Podraza is presenting the German answers to the ToR questions regarding REFCOND (2.3-3 to 2.3-9 and 2.1.4)

Conclusion: Both ways will be presented in the progress report. The Czech answers to the ToR 2.0 were already part of the last progress report.

2.3 IMPRESS

Dr. Sieker is presenting the German approach for the pressure and impact analysis. 

3 Czech presentation:

3.1 Horizontal guidance document ‘Identification of water bodies’

The identification of water bodies resulted in 18 water bodies in the PRB.

3.2 REFCOND

In the Czech Republic a chemical-biological assessment has been done. Data is available for the Saprobic status based on phytoplankton and on chemical (monthly measurements, average) and physical conditions. Data on fish and macro-invertebrates is not available. Assessment is based on Czech standards regarding chemical parameters.

There are no water bodies with reference conditions in the PRB.

3.3 IMPRESS

14 industrial pollution sources (listed in European register, risk 1 substances): Emission data (loads, mean annual data) is available, compared to the European regulation 2000\479\ES all emissions are not risky.

A hydro-morphological assessment has been done.

List of barriers (weirs, dams) is available (> 1 m height)

Conclusion: Five sections are at risk of being heavily modified water bodies

Future: Study about biological assessment is under preparation (see poster presentation PERLA)
